Entrance to Property

Location:

The property is located on the easterly side of South Broadway – U.S. Route 9, between Walter Street and Tarryhill Road, south of the Interstate 87/287 interchange in the Town of Greenburgh, Village of Tarrytown, New York

Description:

The property consists of a 77.12 Acre tract of vacant residential land in two separate parcels connected by a 1,000-foot right-of-way (50 ‘ wide).  The interior, rear portion of the property comprises 54.66 acres and is in the unincorporated area of the Town of Greenburgh.  The front portion of the property (612 South Broadway), fronting along South Broadway comprises 22.46 acres and is in the village of Tarrytown.  The land is wooded and in raw condition, all formerly existing improvements in Tarrytown have been razed.

The rear portion of property is accessible from a right-of-way across 620 South Broadway.  Ownership has undertaken studies to subdivide the site for single-family development.  The surveys indicate that the 54.66 Acre parcel may yield 33 residential lots averaging 1.66 acres each, and the 22.46 acre parcel may yield 13 residential lots averaging 1.73 acres each.

The Topography is level at street grade to rolling; it slopes up to the rear of the property with some higher elevations.  The interior land areas have a variety of terrain areas.

The lower/front portion of the site has approximately 450 feet of frontage on the east side of South Broadway.  Access to the rear property is presently only available from the existing 50-foot right of way from/through 620 South Broadway.   A new access road is proposed through the front parcel to the upper portion of the right of way that will connect to the rear portion of the subject site.

The present site improvements are limited and consist only of an interior dirt road with overgrown landscaping.

The rear land portion of the property is identifiable as it is adjacent north of the Taxter Ridge Nature Preserve, a town park with no vehicular access.  Our engineer has estimated that the parcel has the potential for a private estate-type subdivision of 33 lots.

The front land portion of the property was formerly improved with various facilities that were owned and operated by the Jewish Community Center (JCC).  The majority of the front is available for redevelopment and all the former improvements razed.  It has been estimated that the front land has the potential for a residential subdivision of 13 lots and has been before the Tarrytown Planning Board for 18 months or more.

Zoning


The property is zoned R-40, One Family Residence District by the Town of Greenburgh and R-60 One Family Residence by the Village of Tarrytown.  Permitted uses within these districts include single-family residential development and ancillary uses along with municipal uses.
